From 25 to 30 days maceration

Aged in French oak barrels (20 to 40% new oak barrels) from 12 to 14 months

Merlot 80%, Cabernets 20% Surface area of the vineyard: 8.31 ha

Serve at room temperature.

There is obvious sweet fruit which is very pure and deeply concentrated. It is elegant and
refined with very typical Saint-Emilion characteristics.

This is a perfect partner for red meat, especially grilled pieces of beef, although it makes a
good match for roast poultry.
